At the Games Field there will be awelcome areajust for the Glen Challenge participants where a range of
refreshments will be available and where folk can fully discuss and analyse their experiences along the
route while resting their weary limbs and having their commemorative photographs taken of their great
achievement.

It should be great fun (until the cramp setsin later!) and it is hoped there will be abig entry in the
inaugural year of this attractive event.
